Description: 
This report summarises the key results from the ’Survey of Recreational Fishing in the Greater Darwin Area 2014’. The report includes detailed information relating to recreational fishing activities in the coastal area surrounding Darwin. Specifically, the report includes details on where people fish, how much time they spend fishing (effort), what fishing methods they use, and the type and number of fish harvested or released. 

On-site surveys were conducted at selected boat ramps between Dundee Beach and the mouth of the Adelaide River. A conventional access-point methodology was utilised with a combination of fisher interviews and estimates of effort based on trailer counts. 
The total fishing effort (fisher hours), the number of fish harvested (kept) and the number of fish released were estimated for the recreational fishery in the Greater Darwin Area.
